Car maker Henry Ford constantly introduced new improvements into his factory, and the time to produce a Model T eventually dropped from 12 hours, 30 minutes to 5 hours, 50 minutes. Car
production doubled in each of the first years of operation—from 19000 cars in 1910, to 34,500 in 1911, to 78,440 in 1912.

Ford was convinced that he could increase profits by slashing prices, making up what he lost per unit through sheer volume. In 1909 Ford made a profit of $220 per car. By 1914 the profit was
down to $99. But he was correct; sales increased so quickly that he made up the difference easily.
